“It turns out that discoveries from 
physics and astronomy reinforce a 
theistic view. Physicists have 
determined that the fundamental 
laws and parameters of our universe 
are "finely tuned," against all odds, 
to make life possible. Even slight 
alterations of many independent 
factors -- such as the strength of 
gravitational or electromagnetic 
attraction, or the initial arrangement 
of matter and energy -- would 
render life impossible.
